We welcome non-members to worship with us on the High Holy Days. Tickets are available on a first come, first serve basis, with the
following fees for all High Holy Day Services:

e $150 per Senior 65 and older

e $55 per Child (18 months - 18 yrs)

e College students are free with a valid student ID. Please call ahead to reserve a ticket.

CHILDCARE SERVICES/BABYSITTING

Members with children ages 18 months — Pre-K can sign their children up for free for a special program run by our ECC teachers who offer
activities for the High Holy Days including arts and crafts, music and short stories. There is a $40.00 (Member's guests) or $55.00
(Non-Members) fee per child.

CHILDRENS SERVICES

Our Director of Lifelong Learning, Rabbi Melissa Stollman, will offer a rotation of age appropriate services and activities for those ranging in
age from Kindergarten through 5th grade from 10 a.m. to 1 p.m. on the first day of Rosh Hashanah and on Yom Kippur. Parents will need
to register their children in advance to ensure a proper amount of supervision. Rabbi Stollman, and members of the Religious School faculty
will be supervising all programming.

PARKING

Please note that the field north of Kol Tikvah is NOT expected to be available for auxiliary parking due to construction. We are arranging for
parking off site with shuttle services. Additional details will be forthcoming.
